Resolution authorizing contract with USA Steel Fence Company for Installation of Decorative Vinyl Fence at Sleepy Hollow Sports Complex 
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends awarding Bid LB-06-08 to USA Steel Fence Company and adopting a resolution authorizing execution of an agreement with USA Steel Fence Company for $75,079.25 pursuant to LB-06-08.
Analysis:
The purpose of this bid is for contracting of all labor and materials for installation of a decorative vinyl fence at the Sleepy Hollow Sports Complex.  Potential suppliers were notified both through Demandstar.com and legal notices published in local newspapers.  On May 12, 2006 the Purchasing Division received nine bid responses.  Attached is a copy of the tabulation sheet as well as the contract.  Staff reviewed the bid responses for conformity to terms, conditions and specifications of the bid as well as costs.  USA Steel Fence Company is the lowest responsive bidder for the Sleepy Hollow Sports Complex project with a bid of $101,942.00.  The amount of fence to be installed has been reduced from the initial bid because a local developer installed a vinyl fence along the south boundary of the complex.  The revised price of the project is now $75,079.25.

The lowest bidder was deemed non-responsive after submitting an incomplete bid quotation.  The omissions by the vendor were material and could have an affect on the accuracy or validity of the quote they submitted.

Resolution Authorizing Execution of an Agreement with Library Interiors of Florida, Inc. to provide furniture layout, purchase, and installation services for the City of Leesburg pursuant to RFP-06-06

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends authorizing an agreement with Library Interiors of Florida, Inc. to provide furniture layout, purchase, and installation services for the City of Leesburg pursuant to RFP-06-06.

Analysis:
The purpose of the request for proposal was to select a vendor to provide professional services to the library in the selection and supply of furniture and fixtures in the new library building.  Library Interiors of Florida will work with the Library Director in the furniture and fixture layout, selection, procurement, and installation for the new library.  The actual purchase of furniture pieces will be done at a future date using established State of Florida purchase agreements.

The Purchasing Division issued RFP-06-06 and on May 31, 2006 received five responses.  The evaluation committee, consisting of City staff and Friends of the Library members evaluated and ranked each of the proposals.  The evaluation committee ranked Library Interiors of Florida the highest using a point system.  Library Interiors of Florida submitted a complete and responsive proposal package.

Fiscal Impact:  

This resolution has no direct fiscal impact.  The agreement is to contract with the vendor to provide professional services to the City.  The cost of these services will be included in the furniture and fixture unit pricing.  The purchase of furniture and fixtures will be made through Library Interiors of Florida using established State of Florida purchase agreements.  Those purchases will be presented for action to the commission at a future meeting(s) as the pieces are selected.  The library has an approved 2005-2006 budget for the purchase of the furniture and fixtures.

Request to proceed with development of a Purchase Agreement with Christian & Missionary Alliance Church for property required for the Magnolia Street Extension
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends authorizing development of a purchase agreement for approximately 59,071 square feet of property located in Section 26, Township 19, Range 24 for development of the western connection of the Magnolia Street Extension to US 27.  
Analysis:
The City has identified the need for a transportation corridor parallel to Main Street and connecting Magnolia Street to US27.  Staff has prepared preliminary design details for the development of the corridor.  The Alliance Church property is a key component in the development of the corridor, connection, intersection improvement, and stormwater management.  A traffic signal already exists at the intersection of Magnolia St and US27.  The intersection will be upgraded to facilitate the additional turning movements that will be associated with the new corridor.    

City staff acquired an appraisal of the largest of four properties owned by Alliance Church.  The appraised value of that property is $329,906.76 (38,812.56 sq. ft. x $8.50/sq. ft.).  Staff proposes purchasing the property at or below appraised value. The property is depicted as the large, triangular parcel being the most southerly of the outlined properties on the attached drawing.    
The City also needs to acquire small sections of the other three adjacent properties shown on the map, which were not included in the appraisal.  Staff recommends the City offer shared stormwater management and a driveway connection at the time of construction of the Magnolia Street Extension in exchange for these parcels.  

The Alliance Church committee, after presenting this proposal to their board, may counteroffer for a cash purchase on these acquisitions.  Given the $8.50 per square foot appraised value for the largest parcel, the fiscal impact of a cash purchase would be approximately $172,198., although there is a likelihood that the appraised value of these three adjacent parcels would be less than the appraised value of the main parcel, due to their configuration and proximities.  Staff recommends appraisal of this additional property prior to development of a cash offer.  

Staff requests approval to proceed with development of a purchase agreement with these assumptions.  Staff will bring the purchase agreement to the City Commission for final approval.

Analysis:
Development between College Drive and Radio Road south of U.S. Hwy 441, and the widening of US 441, has increased traffic volume and hazards for the motoring public traveling between businesses within this corridor.  Staff proposes the extension of the travel corridor between Ruby Tuesday on the west, and Midas Muffler on the east.  Some of the area necessary to facilitate the proposed corridor has been acquired through dedication and developer agreement, while other portions will need to be purchased.

Mr. Fischer has agreed to sell a portion of the lot east of Microtel near the eastern end of the proposed project, and also provide an option for the City to purchase an additional 2,440.0 square feet (approximate) that may be necessary for this project’s water retention area.  The property will be used for portions of the roadway, trail area, and stormwater retention.

Analysis:
Not quite a year ago, the City Commission approved issuance of bonds for the construction of improvements at The Villages Tri-County Medical Center. Financing documents were drafted and approved at that time, however subsequently Ambac Assurance Corporation, as insurer of bonds issued for LRMC in 2001, requested certain amendments to the more recent bond documents, to place it on parity with Radian Asset Assurance, Inc., which insured the 2006 bonds.  The purpose of the documents being submitted for your approval at this time is to make the amendments needed to the bond documents to satisfy the concerns of Ambac and Radian with respect to their obligations as bond insurers.  The documents do not alter the obligations of the City or impose any additional obligations on the City, financial or otherwise, nor do they alter or amend the terms of repayment, rate of interest or any of the other material terms and conditions of the bonds themselves.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approving a three-year agreement with Blue Cross Blue Shield of Florida (BCBSFL) to provide administration services for the City’s self-insured health plans and Flexible Spending Accounts (FSA) and, changing Agent of Record for the City excess health insurance from Mackie Branham, Crowne Consulting Group to Scott Hindman, Brown & Brown Insurance.
Analysis:

Initially, the City of Leesburg executed an agreement with BCBSFL to provide administration services for the City’s self-insured health plan for  employees effective October 1, 2001 pursuant to Resolution #6322.  The rate charged by BCBSFL for administration services to the City has remained constant for the past four (4) years at $75.25 per employee per month.  The proposed renewal rate for FY 06/07 was to remain at $75.25 per employee per month, but through successful negotiations with BCBSFL and Brown & Brown Insurance, the City has been able to secure a guaranteed three year rate of $62.00 per employee per month.  Based upon a projected 586 covered lives in our health insurance plan for FY 06/07, the City will save $93,000 annually. This savings is the result of a reduction in fees paid to BCBSFL and Brown & Brown Insurance. As part of the three year guaranteed rate agreement, and in consideration for the rate reduction paid to Brown & Brown, the City would be required to designate Brown & Brown Insurance as the Agent of Record for the City’s excess health insurance policy which is currently with Crowne Consulting Group.

BCBSFL also offered a one year renewal option.  This option proposes a one year rate of $65.00 per employee per month which results in a one year savings of $72,000.

In a continuing effort to reduce the costs of health insurance to both the City of Leesburg and its employees, there will be a minor change in the prescription drug plan that will result in significant savings to the City and no increase in cost to the employees. Effective October 1, 2006, employees will be required to purchase generic drugs, whenever a generic substitute is available, unless the prescribing physician determines that a brand name drug is “medically necessary”. This is a requirement that was in place for many years at the City of Leesburg, and based upon current utilization, will result in an estimates savings to the City of $100,000 to $140,000 per year. 

Effective  October 1, 2003, the City Commission approved an agreement (Resolution #6902) with American Family Life Assurance Company (AFLAC) to provide administration services for the City’s flexible spending account (FSA) programs, the Medical FSA and the Dependent FSA.  Flexible spending accounts allow employees to contribute pre-tax dollars to their individual accounts in order to be reimbursed for qualified medical and/or dependent care expenses.  Pre-tax contributions to benefits result in FICA/Medicare tax savings to both the employee and the employer.

It is recommended that the City terminate their agreement with AFLAC and approve an agreement with BCBSFL to provide administration services for the City’s flexible spending account  (FSA) programs.  Based upon the current number of participants in these programs, the cost of plan administration to the City will increase from $1,728 per year to $3,456 per year. However, the total cost will be more than offset by the FICA/Medicare tax savings to the City.  Based upon the current total employee pre-tax contributions to their flexible spending accounts, the City is projected to save $6,000 in payroll related taxes in FY 06/07. Additionally, the Medical FSA offered by BCBSFL include a debit card feature that employees can use to pay for qualified medical co-pays and deductibles, and an automatic reimbursement feature that eliminates the need for filing claims for qualified medical expenses.  Neither of these features are offered by the current AFLAC-administered FSA plans.

Options:

1. Approve a three-year plan agreement with Blue Cross Blue Shield of Florida (BCBSFL) to provide administration services

2. Deny plan.

3. Such other alternative action the Commission may deem appropriate.

Fiscal Impact: 
The proposed three-year guarenteed rate agreement with BCBSFL will save the City of Leesburg $93,000 annually.  Changing the Agent of Record for the City’s excess health insurance policy to Brown & Brown will result in no increase in cost to the City. Terminating the FSA administration agreement with AFLAC and approving the FSA adminisitration agreement with BCBSFL will result in an increase in cost to the City  of $1,728 annually. However this increase, as well as the total cost of  FSA administration will be more than offset by the FICA/Medicare tax savings to the City.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approving an agreement with Jefferson Pilot Financial Insurance Company to provide basic and voluntary life insurance to the employees of the City of Leesburg.
Analysis:
Standard Insurance Company has provided basic and voluntary life insurance to the City of Leesburg and its employees since October 1, 2001.  During that time frame, the premium rates for basic life and AD&D insurance has increased from $.38 per $1,000 of coverage to the initial proposed renewal rate of $.41 per $1,000 of coverage for the upcoming FY 06/07.  

Also during that time frame, the City has allowed its retirees the opportunity to maintain up to $15,000 of life insurance benefit at their own cost but at the City’s group rate.  Even though retirees paid for their own coverage, this practice of paying a blended rate for active employees and retirees drove the cost of providing basic life insurance for our active employees up considerably.

At the City’s request, L. B. Bryan and Company, remarketed the City’s life insurance program and further requested separate rates for active employees and for retirees.  Jefferson Pilot Financial Insurance Company, an A+ (A.M. Best) rated insurance company, offered the lowest and best proposal at $.30 per $1,000 of life insurance for active employees, and $.057 per $1,000 of coverage for retirees.  This proposal translates into a 30% reduction in cost to the City for providing basic life and AD&D insurance to their active employees or a savings of $37,000 per year, and only an increase of $0.16 per $1,000 of life insurance coverage for retirees.  In addition for retirees, this proposal also includes a “no age reduction clause” that prevents their amount of life insurance coverage to be automatically reduced each year as they get older. This proposal also guarantees these rates for three years.

Other advantages of the Jefferson Pilot Financial Insurance Company proposal include no increase in premiums for employees that purchase additional voluntary coverage, and an increase in the guaranteed issue amount from $85,000 to $100,000. Guaranteed issue amount is the amount of voluntary insurance that a newly eligible employee can purchased without having to answer medical questions or take a medical exam.  

Options:

4. Approve the plan with Jefferson Pilot Financial Insurance Company 

5. Deny plan.

Analysis:
On December 22, 2006, the City of Leesburg completed purchase of the former CSX railroad right-of-way from the Trust for Public Lands (TPL), in part through a grant from the Florida Community Trust (FCT). Analysis:
The City Commission approved a JPA with the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) to provide $250,000 for landscape improvements on US Hwy 441 in August, 2004.  In November, 2004, the Commission approved Supplemental Amendment No. 1 to correct the boundaries of the project.  When staff discovered limerock and other debris in the center medians, FDOT increased the original JPA by $320,000 for a total of $570,000 and the Commission approved Amendment No. 2.

The original JPA is good for only two years, and is due to expire on September 9, 2006, staff requests approval of Supplemental Amendment No. 3 to extend the JPA for an additional six months to insure completion of Phase 1 of this project.  The City of Leesburg has budgeted $228,000 for these landscape improvements.

After the FDOT Landscape Engineer reviewed the proposed landscape design, they  requested  the City add paragraph 8.(g) to read as follows.

8.(g)  The LOCAL GOVERNMENT shall be responsible for any future damage to the existing roadways caused by large trees installed in the medians as part of the Landscaping Improvements, which is the subject of this Joint Participation Agreement.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, EXTENDING THE EXPIRATION DATE SET BY ORDINANCE NO. 00-29 AND LATER EXTENDED BY ORDINANCE NO. 01-34 TO SEPTEMBER 30, 2003, AND EXTENDED AGAIN BY ORDINANCE NO. 03-68 TO SEPTEMBER 30, 2006, FOR THE PARTICIPATION BY THE CITY OF LEESBURG IN THE MUNICIPAL SERVICE TAXING UNIT ESTABLISHED BY LAKE COUNTY TO FUND AMBULANCE AND EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES TO SEPTEMBER 30, 2009; PROVIDING FOR EARLIER TERMINATION OF PARTICIPATION IN THE MUNICIPAL SERVICE TAXING UNIT IN THE EVENT OF A CHANGE IN THE IDENTITY OF THE AGENCY OR ENTITY PROVIDING THESE SERVICES OR THE OCCURRENCE OF CERTAIN OTHER EVENTS OR CONDITIONS; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, on July 24, 2000, the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida, adopted Ordinance No. 00-29, whereby it consented to inclusion of the City of Leesburg within a municipal service taxing unit (“MSTU”) established by Lake County to fund ambulance and emergency medical services; and 


WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 00-29 established a date of September 30, 2001 as the date of which the ordinance would expire; and


WHEREAS, that date was later extended to September 30, 2003 by Ordinance 01-34; and then again extended to September 30, 2006 by Ordinance 03-68; and


WHEREAS, as September 30, 2006 approaches, the City desires to extend once again the date on which its participation in the MSTU will expire; and


WHEREAS, the City is amenable to extending the expiration date for a three year term, but wishes to retain the ability to opt-out of the MSTU under certain circumstances,


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.

The date on which Ordinance No. 00-29 expires is hereby amended to September 30, 2009.

SECTION II.

Notwithstanding the extension enacted by this Ordinance, the City reserves the right to terminate any further participation in the MSTU by giving written notice to Lake County at least 30 days prior to the date of termination, if any of the following events occur:

1. Control of the operation of ambulance services or emergency medical services is removed wholly or partially from the current operator, Lake – Sumter Emergency Medical Services, Inc.:

2. Control over, or funding of, ambulance services and/or emergency medical services is combined in whole or in part with control over, or funding of, fire protection services or other public services provided or funded by Lake County, Florida;

3. Tax revenues generated by the MSTU are utilized for any purpose other than the funding of ambulance service and emergency medical services; or

4. The level of service provided by Lake – Sumter Emergency Medical Services, Inc. declines materially to the point at which the Leesburg City Commission by an affirmative vote declares that the quality of service is no longer acceptable, provided however that if the City invokes this condition as a reason for termination then Lake - Sumter Emergency Medical Services, Inc. may present a written proposal to the City for upgrading service or curing problems with service and if the City Commission deems that proposal to be acceptable it may rescind its termination.

SECTION III.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon its passage and adopting according to law.

Ordinance for Annexation: Charles Bradshaw (Renaissance Trails)
Staff Recommendation:  

Staff recommends adoption of the proposed Ordinance annexing property for Charles Bradshaw (Renaissance Trails). 

Analysis: 

In response to an application for annexation of property located at the intersection of C.R. 48 and Austin Merritt Road, the City has evaluated the area relative to additional property that could be annexed into the City to allow for a more regular city limit/city service boundary. It was determined by staff that additional property could not be annexed at this time because adjacent property is developed residentially and adjacent lots exceed the size allowed by statute to be annexed involuntarily.

The project site is approximately 1,012 acres.  The property is generally located at the intersection of C.R. 48 and Austin Merritt Road, in accordance with their PUD application and supplemental information, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County A (Agriculture). Currently, the property is undeveloped and single family uses. The proposed uses are mixed use residential and commercial. The surrounding zoning designations are County (Agriculture) to the south and east, and County A (Agriculture) and City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to the north and Sumter County to the west which is also being developed as part of Renaissance Trails.

Also on the agenda for this meeting is the rezoning, which is recommended for approval by the Planning Commission. The Large Scale Comprehensive Plan Amendment will be processed as part of the second cycle for 2006. 

City water and wastewater utilities are available in the area. The developer is responsible for all cost and construction to make the necessary extension and hook-ups to City utilities in accordance with City requirements. Police and fire services are presently provided in this area and impacts on the provision of these services are estimated to be minimal.

Options:

Approve the requested annexation. This will give the City jurisdiction over the use and development of the subject site and provide for application of City standards to this property.

  2.
Disapprove the proposed annexation and allow the development to remain in the County.
Fiscal Impact:
As indicated on the  attached fiscal  impact  analysis, there will be a negative impact in the first year (-$11,171), and beginning in year two, the City will realize a positive impact with the collection of property taxes.

Staff Recommendation:  

The Planning staff and Planning Commission recommend adoption of the proposed Ordinance rezoning the subject property from County A (Agriculture) to City PUD/CDO (Planned Unit Development/Contemporary Design Overlay). 
Analysis: 

The project site is approximately 1,012 acres.  The property is generally located at the intersection of C.R. 48 and Austin Merritt Road, in accordance with their PUD application and supplemental information, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County A (Agriculture). Currently, the property is mostly undeveloped and has some single family uses. The proposed uses are mixed use residential and commercial. The surrounding zoning designations are County A (Agriculture) to the south and east, and County A (Agriculture) and City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to the north and Sumter County to the west which is also being developed as part of Renaissance Trails.

The proposed zoning districts of City PUD/CDO (Planned Unit Development/Contemporary Design Overlay) are compatible with adjacent and nearby properties in the area and with the proposed City future land use designation of City Estate Density Residential.
The existing land uses surrounding the property are single-family residential and agricultural uses.

The commercial use of a sales office and/or model center shall be a permitted use as long as it is specifically related to the PUD residential development of the site.

In addition, to maximize the buildable area of the Public Use Area, any environmental, floodplain, and wetlands impacts on the site will be mitigated off site; stormwater retention will be retained and treated off-site within the planned unit development; any transportation impacts associated with the site will be included in the total number of vehicle trips approved for the planned unit development; and the site shall include central potable water and sanitary sewer lines stubbed out to the site, as well as a cleared building area, to facilitate construction in a timely manner.  


Although this development is partially age restricted, some lots or units may be occupied by families with school age children, and the development may thus have an impact on public school capacity in the area. Since part of the development is restricted to the population over 55 years of age, the developer has requested that it not be required to dedicate a possible school site within the development. In order to mitigate the impacts the development may have on school capacity, in lieu of dedicating a school site the developer agrees to pay to the City, for each age restricted lot or unit, a voluntary educational impact fee equal to the adopted Lake County School Board School Impact fee in place at the time of issuance of a building permit for each age restricted unit.

G.
Open Space and Buffer Areas


1.
Wetlands shall have an average upland buffer of 25 feet, minimum of 15 feet, or the upland buffer established by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers; whichever is more restrictive. Each wetland shall be placed on a suitable map, signed and sealed by a surveyor registered to practice in Florida and shall be submitted as part of the preliminary plan application



2.
Buildings or structures shall be a minimum of 50 feet from any wetland jurisdiction 




boundary.


3.
Wetlands shall have a minimum upland buffer of 25 feet or the upland buffer established by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers; whichever is more restrictive.  All upland buffers shall be naturally vegetated and upland buffers that are devoid of natural vegetation shall be re-planted with native vegetation or as required by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers.


4.
Land uses allowed within the upland buffers are limited to hiking trails, horse trails, walkways, passive recreation activities and stormwater facilities as permitted by St. Johns River Water Management District.


5.
If wetland alteration is permitted by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, wetland mitigation shall be required in accordance with permit approvals from St. Johns River Water Management District or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, whichever is more restrictive.


6.
A wildlife/archaeological management plan for the project site shall be prepared based on the results of an environmental assessment of the site and any environmental permit required from applicable governmental agencies. The management plan shall be submitted to the City as part of the preliminary plan application. The Permittee shall designate a responsible legal entity that shall implement and maintain the management plan.   


7.
To the extent practical, wetlands shall be placed in a conservation easement, which shall run in favor of, and be enforceable by, St. Johns River Water Management District or another legal entity such as a homeowners association.  The conservation easement shall require that the wetlands be maintained in their natural and unaltered state.  Wetlands shall not be included as a part of any platted lot, other than a lot platted as a common area, which shall be dedicated to St. Johns River Water Management District or another legal entity such as a homeowners association for ownership and maintenance.

 8. 
Landscape Buffer areas, identified during the development review process by the Master Plan along CR 48 and in PODs where more intense uses such as commercial, stables etc. abuts residential areas where no roads intersect these areas and provide a physical separation shall be as follows:

For each one hundred (100) linear feet, or fraction thereof, of boundary, the following plants shall be provided in accordance with the planting standards and requirements of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.

a.
Two (2) canopy trees 

b.   
Two (2) ornamental trees 

      
c.    
Thirty (30) shrubs 

d.   
The remainder of the buffer area shall be landscaped with grass, groundcover, and/or other landscape treatment.

Existing vegetation in the required buffer shall be protected during

H.
 Development Phasing 


1.
The proposed project may be constructed in phases in accordance with the Planned Unit Development Master Plan (attached as part of these conditions). Changes to the Development Plan, other than those conditions described in this agreement, shall be revised in accordance with the Planned Unit Development review process.


2.
Implementation of Phase I of the development project shall proceed in good faith within 24 months of approval of this Planned Unit Development.  In the event, the conditions of the PUD have not been implemented during the required time period, the PUD shall be scheduled with due notice for reconsideration by the Planning Commission at their next available regular meeting. The Planning Commission will consider whether to extend the PUD approval or rezone the property to RE-1 (Estate Density Residential) or another appropriate zoning classification less intense than the development permitted by these PUD Conditions.  

I.
Signage


1.    All signage will meet City standards as set forth in Article VI of the Leesburg Land Development Code except for the following conditions:



a. 
A maximum of two (2) grounds or wall residential entrance or gate signs may be located at the main entrance to a single family, multi-family subdivision.  In the alternative, one (1) double faced identification sign may be permitted when placed in the median of a private entrance road. The maximum allowable sign surface area per wall or sign shall not exceed one hundred twelve (112) square feet.



b.
Secondary entranceways shall be restricted to one (1) ground sign, not to exceed thirty (30) square feet in area and a vertical dimension of five (5) feet.



c.
Height-signs shall be a maximum of eight (8) feet and be measured from the finished grade level or crown of road to the top of the sign face, provided if the sign is integrated into a fence, wall or column.

3.
STORMWATER MANAGEMENT / UTILITIES
Prior to receiving final development approval, the Permittee shall submit a stormwater management plan and utility plan acceptable to the City of Leesburg.  Water, wastewater and natural gas services will be provided by the City of Leesburg.  Prior to any clearing, grubbing, or disturbance of natural vegetation in any phase of the development, the Permittee shall provide:


A.
A detailed site plan that demonstrates no direct discharge of stormwater runoff generated by the development into any wetlands or onto adjacent properties.


B.
A stormwater management system designed and implemented to meet all applicable St. Johns River Water Management District and City of Leesburg requirements.


C.
A responsible legal entity for the maintenance of the stormwater management system on the plat prior to the approval of the final plat of record. A homeowners association is an acceptable maintenance entity.


D.
The 100-year flood plain shown on all plans and lots.


E.
The appropriate documentation that any flood hazard boundary has been amended in accordance with Federal Emergency Management Agency requirements, if the 100 year flood plain is altered and /or a new 100 year flood elevation is established in reference to the applicable flood insurance rate map.


F.
A copy of the Management and Storage of Surface Waters permit obtained from St. Johns River Water Management District.


G.
A detailed site plan that indicates all the provisions for electric, water, sewer, and/or natural gas in accordance with the City of Leesburg Land Development Codes.


H.
Developer shall bear all responsibility, financial and otherwise, for the construction and installation of utility infrastructure and other improvements related to the use and development of the property including such off site improvements required by the City, all of which shall be constructed to the applicable specifications imposed by the ordinances and regulations of the City in effect at the time of construction. If offsite utility infrastructure systems are upsized at the request of the City of Leesburg to accommodate other existing or future developments in the area, the Develop will be entitled to an applicable reimbursement method, such as cost-sharing, impact fee credits, pioneering agreements, etc., as appropriate provided by a separate utility agreement.


I.
Developer shall be responsible for the installation of a natural gas water heater and natural gas furnace in eighty percent (80%) of all homes in the development.


J.
A two (2) acre well site with the potential for two potable wells shall be dedicated to the City of Leesburg for public purposes prior to plat approval of any portion of the development or prior to any building permit issuance, whichever occurs first. The final size and location of the well site shall be determined by the City at the time of the future amendment to these Planned Unit Develop​ment (PUD) conditions during the conceptual plans approval process. 

4.
TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENTS

A.
All transportation improvements shall be based on a current traffic analysis and shall be contingent upon Preliminary Subdivision Plan approval by City staff during the development review and permitting process.


B.
Vehicular access to the project site shall generally be provided as shown on the Conceptual Phasing Plan through a minimum of two four lane divided boulevard type roads. Actual locations and design of the boulevards and roads shall be approved during future amendment to these Planned Unit Develop​ment (PUD) conditions during the conceptual plans approval process. Other potential accesses to adjacent properties will be reviewed during the development review process. 


C.
The Permittee shall provide all necessary improvements / signalization within and adjacent to the development as required by Lake County and City of Leesburg.


D.
All roads within the development shall be designed and constructed by the developer to meet the City of Leesburg requirements including but not limited to Miami curbs.


E.
Sidewalks shall be provided on one side of the local internal roads except for boulevards which shall require provide sidewalks on both sides and shall provide cross connections to all recreation and residential areas. Internal road rights-of-ways shall be of sufficient width to contain the sidewalks.  All sidewalks shall be constructed in accordance with City of Leesburg Codes. 


F.
The Permittee shall be responsible for obtaining all necessary Lake County permits and a copy of all permits shall be provided to the City of Leesburg prior to preliminary plan approval.


G.
The City of Leesburg will not be responsible for the maintenance or repair of any of the roads or transportation improvements.  The Permittee shall establish an appropriate legal entity that will be responsible to pay the cost and perform the services to maintain the roads and transportation improvements.


H.
Should the Permittee desire to dedicate the proposed project’s internal road system to the City of Leesburg; the City, at its discretion, may accept or not accept the road system. Prior to acceptance, the Permittee shall demonstrate to the City the road system is in suitable condition and meets City of Leesburg requirements. As a condition of accepting the roadway system the City may create a special taxing district or make other lawful provisions to assess the cost of maintenance of the system to the residents of the project, and may require bonds or other financial assurance of maintenance for some period of time.


I.
A traffic/transportation study shall be submitted prior to preliminary plan approval for review and determination of any necessary access improvements. Said improvements will be the responsibility of the Permittee.


J.
At such time that traffic signals are warranted at the proposed project entrance(s), the Permittee shall pay their pro-rata share of the cost of the signal(s) as determined by City staff.

5.
DESIGN REQUIREMENTS


Design requirements shall meet the standards as per Sec. 25-395. Contemporary design district overlay (CDO) general district standards. Designs to meet general conceptual standards provided by Pringle Properties, Inc. in Exhibits C, D, E, F and G and will be reviewed during the development review and permitting process.


A.
Residential Development




1.
Contemporary design district overlay (CDO) standards require that all residential 





development on lots that are less than fifty (50) feet in width shall be served by rear 




alleys. Each alley shall connect with streets at both ends. 



 2.
Building Design

a.
Detached single-family homes shall have garages located with the following 
provisions.

1)
Front access garages must be set back a minimum of five (5) feet from 
the attached primary structure or the front building line.

2)
Rear garages must be setback a minimum of twenty (20) feet from an 
alley or rear access drive.

3)
Side entrance garages may be in line with or off set from the primary 
structures front setback provided the garage has front facade windows.

4)
Homes with covered front entrees and/or porches of a minimum fifty (50) 
square feet may have front access garages setback in line with the porch 
or five (5) feet forward of the porch.






b.
The distance between any principal building and accessory building shall be a 




minimum of ten (10) feet.



c.
Alternative new urbanism design and rear alley access units shall have the 




following:



1)
Ten (10) foot front setback.

2)
Traditional/Cracker style front elevations (See attached Examples urban-
style, traditional design).

3)
Covered front porches of at least forty percent of the length of the front 
elevation at a minimum depth of four (4) feet.

Additional Design Features  

a.
All buildings shall utilize at least three of the following design features to provide 


visual relief along all elevations of the building:

Commercial Village Center Design




1.
Building frontages shall occupy no less than 75% of the street facing entrance.



2.
Height. The maximum building height may be increased by 10 feet as an incentive for 



vertical mixed use buildings, except where adjacent to single-story residential uses. 



3.
Public Entrance. Buildings that are open to the public shall have an entrance for pedestrians from the street to the building interior. This entrance shall be designed to be attractive and functionally be a distinctive and prominent element of the architectural design, and shall be open to the public during business hours. Buildings shall incorporate lighting and changes in mass, surface or finish to give emphasis to the entrances.



4.
Building Façade. No more than 20 feet of horizontal distance of wall shall be provided without architectural relief for building walls and frontage walls facing the street.  Buildings shall provide a foundation or base, typically from ground to bottom of the lower windowsills, with changes in volume or material. A clear visual division shall be maintained between the ground level floor and upper floors. The top of any building shall contain a distinctive finish consisting of a cornice or other architectural termination as described below, subsection.

5.
Storefront character. Commercial and mixed-use buildings shall express a “storefront character” with the new urbanism design elements complimenting Phase V.  This guideline is met by providing all of the following architectural features along the building frontage as applicable. 

a. 
Corner building entrances on corner lots. 

b.  
Regularly spaced and similar-shaped windows with window hoods or trim (all 
building stories). 

c.
Large display windows on the ground floor. All street-facing, park-facing and plaza-facing structures shall have windows covering a minimum of 40% and a maximum 80% of the ground floor of each storefront’s linear frontage.  Blank walls shall not occupy over 50% of a street-facing frontage and shall not exceed 20 linear feet 
without being interrupted by a window or entry. Mirrored glass, obscured glass and glass block cannot be used in meeting this requirement. Display windows may be 
used to meet this requirement, but must be transparent and shall not be painted or obscured by opaque panels.

6.

Orientation. The primary building entrances shall be visible and directly accessible from 
a public street.  Building massing such as tower elements shall be used to call-out the 
location of building entries.

D.
Exterior building materials contribute significantly to the visual impact of a building on the community. They shall be well designed and integrated into a comprehensive design style for the project. The total exterior wall area of each building elevation shall be composed of 
one of the following:


1.
At least thirty-five percent (35%) full-width brick or stone (not including window and 


door areas and related trim areas), with the balance being any type of lap siding and/or 


stucco. 


2.
At least thirty percent (30%) full-width brick or stone, with the balance being stucco 


and/or a “cementitious” lap siding. (A “cementitious” lap siding product is defined as a 


manufactured strip siding composed of cement-based materials rather than wood 


fiber-based or plastic-based materials. For example, Masonite or vinyl lap siding would 


not be allowed under this option.).


3.
All textured stucco, provided there are unique design features such as recessed 


garages, tile or metal roofs, arched windows etc. in the elevations of the buildings or 


the buildings are all brick stucco. Unique design features shall be reviewed by the 


Planning and Zoning Manager for compliance.


E.
Other similar design variations meeting the intent of this section may be approved by the 


Planning and Zoning Manager.

6.
MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS

A.
The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved Planned Unit Develop​ment Conditions.  Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized by the Planning Commission in accordance with the Planned Unit Develop​ment amendment process.


B.
No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, improve, move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any manner without first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in accordance with the City of Leesburg Codes.  


C.
Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.


D.
The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this PUD Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Unit Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended.  



E.
These PUD Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running


with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon the 


present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition herein set 

out.

7.
CONCURRENCY

The proposed land use change or approval would result in demands on public facilities which would exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

The City received an application for annexation of approximately 85.2 acres of land generally located south and west of the intersection of C.R. 48 and Ronald Reagan Turnpike, east side of C.R. 48, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County RMRP (Mobile Home Rental Park). Currently, the property is undeveloped and the proposed use is residential single family and villa units. The surrounding zoning designations are County A (Agriculture) to the south and east, County A (Agriculture), City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) and C-1 (Neighborhood Commercial) to the north, and City R-2 (Medium Density Residential and C-1 (Neighborhood Commercial) to the west.

Staff evaluated the area relative to additional property that could be annexed into the City to allow for a more regular city limit/city service boundary. State Statute 171.0413(6) provides for the City to initiate annexations with the consent of at least 50% of the property owners. Staff determined that additional property could not be annexed at this time because adjacent property either is developed residentially or the parcel is too large to be annexed this way due to State Statutes.

Also on the agenda for this meeting is the rezoning of this property, which is recommended for approval by the Planning Commission. The Large Scale Comprehensive Plan Amendment is being processed as part of the second cycle for 2006. 

City water and wastewater utilities are available in the area. The developer is responsible for all cost and construction to make the necessary extension and hook-ups to City utilities in accordance with City requirements. Police and fire services are presently provided in this area and impacts on the provision of these services are estimated to be minimal.

Approve the requested annexation. This would give the City jurisdiction over the use and development of the subject site and provide for application of City standards to this property.

The above-described property, containing approximately 85 acres, shall be used for single family attached (Villas) and detached residential uses, pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards.

A.    Residential Development

1.
The project shall contain approximately 332 residential mixed use units on approximately 85 acres at a gross density of 4 units per gross acre.

2.
The minimum lot sizes shall be approximately 6,000 square feet for detached single-family and 9,600 square feet for attached single-family units. Final lot sizes shall be determined during the review of the preliminary plan.

3.
Minimum lot widths shall be 50 feet for single-family detached and 70 feet for attached single-family units.  Minimum lot depths shall be 120 feet.

4.
The following minimum yard setbacks shall be maintained for single-family units:

Front setback – 20 feet;

Rear setback – 20 feet; and

Side setbacks - 5’ feet per side except for attached units (Villas) which may have one zero lot 


line for attached units. 


5.
Minimum distance between single-family residential structures shall be 10 feet measured from building wall to building wall and the roof overhang shall not exceed 40 percent of the distance between the building wall and the property line.

 6.
Corner lots shall have a minimum side yard setback of 15 feet from the public right-of-way.


 7.
Accessory structures shall have a minimum rear and side setback of 5 feet and shall not occupy more than 30 percent of the required rear yard.

8.
An attached swimming pool screened enclosure must maintain a minimum setback of five (5) feet from the rear property line.

9.
City staff as part of the preliminary plan approval process shall approve final lot sizes and setbacks based on the general intent of the PUD as per the conceptual master plan. 

10.
Impervious surface coverage for residential shall not exceed 65 percent with a maximum of 70 percent for the overall development. Open space shall be a minimum of 30 percent for the overall development. 

11.
Maximum building height for residential units shall not exceed two and one-half stories or 42 feet. 

12.
Permitted Uses: 

a.
Single-family detached dwellings;

b.
Single-family attached Villa units (maximum two units each); 


c.
Accessory structures; 

d. 
Temporary 
modular sales center office not to exceed one year and construction office not to exceed two years from the approval of the final plat for the subdivision or phase there of.

e.   Model homes may be used for sales center during the duration of the project.

f.    All residential units shall be developed through a subdivision plat. 

13.
In order to comply with the diversity of housing required by the City’s adopted Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal I, and Objective 1.2, projects shall incorporate the following requirements:



a.
In order to provide a balance of housing types, more than one type of housing shall be 


provided such as single-family detached and attached dwellings etc. with each having a 


minimum of ten (10) percent of the total project except where new urbanism design 


communities are approved by City staff.


B.
Recreational Development

1.
Recreational development shall require a minimum of 1.5 acres of the project.  

2. Recreational development provided on the site shall include active and passive uses, as well as enclosed or un-enclosed recreational space, devoted to the common use of the residents. Such recreation space shall consist of not less than two hundred (200) square feet of space per dwelling unit. In computing usable recreation space, the following items may be considered at one and twenty-five hundredths (1.25) times the actual area.

a. Recreational activities such as play grounds, basket ball, tennis and hand ball courts, etc.

b. Developed recreational trails which provide access to the public trail system.

c. Swimming pool, including the deck area which normally surrounds such pools.

d. Indoor recreation rooms provided such rooms are permanently maintained for the use of residents for recreation.

3.
Required stormwater areas and buffer areas shall not be considered as recreational space except for areas developed as recreational trails which provide access to the public trail system.

4.   The development shall provide planned accessibility from all areas of the development to any proposed recreational facilities including pedestrian access where possible.

5.   If a connection to the proposed City trail system is required, the development shall provide a public rail to trails access/connection through the development with a minimum of a twenty-five (25) foot wide trail within the required buffer area. Construction of any required trail will be the developer’s responsibility and shall be developed per City trail requirements. Some credit may be allowed toward the required recreation areas depending on final determination of overall recreation and trail development plans. Final location and design shall be determined during the preliminary plan/site plan review process. 


6.
Recreational vehicle parking shall be restricted through deed restrictions/covenants which shall prohibit unenclosed parking within the development unless an approved designated area is provided. If provided, the area shall be buffered and final location will be determined by staff as part of the Preliminary Subdivision approval process.

C.
The commercial use of a sales office and/or model center shall be a permitted use as long as it is specifically related to the PUD residential development of the site.

D.
Open Space and Buffer Areas

1.
All wetlands on the project site shall be identified and the location and extent of each wetland shall be determined by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers. Each wetland shall be placed on a suitable map, signed and sealed by a surveyor registered to practice in Florida and shall be submitted as part of the preliminary plan application.

2.
Buildings or structures shall be an average of 50 feet from any wetland jurisdiction boundary. 

Under no circumstances shall the minimum buffer width be less than 30 feet

3.  Wetlands shall have a minimum upland buffer as established by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers; whichever is more restrictive. All upland buffers shall be naturally vegetated and upland buffers that are devoid of natural vegetation shall be re-planted with native vegetation or as required by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers.

4.   Land uses allowed within the upland buffers are limited to hiking trails, walkways, board walks, passive recreation activities and stormwater facilities as permitted by St. Johns River Water Management District.

5.   If wetland alteration is permitted by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. 
Army Corp of Engineers, wetland mitigation shall be required in accordance with permit 
approvals from St. Johns River Water Management District or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, 
whichever is more restrictive.

6.
A wildlife/archaeological management plan for the project site shall be prepared based on the results of an environmental assessment of the site and any environmental permit required from applicable governmental agencies. The management plan shall be submitted to the City as part of the preliminary plan application. The Permittee shall designate a responsible legal entity that shall implement and maintain the management plan.  

7.   To the extent practical, wetlands shall be placed in a conservation easement, which shall run in favor of, and be enforceable by, St. Johns River Water Management District or another legal entity such as a homeowners association. The conservation easement shall require that the wetlands be maintained in their natural and unaltered state.  Wetlands shall not be included as a part of any platted lot, other than a lot platted as a common area, which shall be dedicated to St. Johns River Water Management District or another legal entity such as a homeowners association for ownership and maintenance.

8. Landscaping of any required buffer areas shall be as follows:

For each one hundred (100) linear feet, or fraction thereof, of boundary, the following plants shall be provided in accordance with the planting standards and requirements of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.

a.
Two (2) canopy trees 

b.   Two (2) ornamental trees 

      c.    Thirty (30) shrubs 

d.    The remainder of the buffer area shall be landscaped with grass, groundcover, and/or other  landscape treatment. 

      e.    Existing vegetation in the required buffer shall be protected during construction.

E.
Development Phasing 

1.
The proposed project may be constructed in phases in accordance with the Planned Unit Development Master Plan (attached as part of these conditions). Changes to the Development Plan, other than those conditions described in this agreement, shall be revised in accordance with the Planned Unit Development review process.

2.
Implementation of the project shall substantially commence within 24 months of approval of the site plan and construction plan approvals for this Planned Unit Development.  In the event, the conditions of the PUD has not been substantially initiated during the required time period, the PUD shall be scheduled with due notice for reconsideration by the Planning Commission at their next available regular meeting. The Planning Commission will consider whether to extend the PUD approval or rezone the property to RE-1 (Estate Density Residential) or another appropriate zoning classification less intense than the development permitted by these PUD Conditions.  

3. STORMWATER MANAGEMENT / UTILITIES

Prior to receiving final development approval, the Permittee shall submit a stormwater management plan and utility plan acceptable to the City of Leesburg.  Water, wastewater and natural gas services will be provided by the City of Leesburg at the owner’s expense including any required off site improvements.

Prior to any clearing, grubbing, or disturbance of natural vegetation in any phase of the development, the Permittee shall provide:


A.
A detailed site plan that demonstrates no direct discharge of stormwater runoff generated by the development into any wetlands or onto adjacent properties.


B.
A stormwater management system designed and implemented to meet all applicable St. Johns River Water Management District and City of Leesburg requirements.


C.
A responsible legal entity for the maintenance of the stormwater management system on the plat prior to the approval of the final plat of record. A homeowners association is an acceptable maintenance entity.


D.
The 100-year flood plain shown on all plans and lots.


E.
A copy of the appropriate documentation that any flood hazard boundary has been requested for amendment in accordance with Federal Emergency Management Agency requirements, if the 100 year flood plain is proposed to be altered and /or a new 100 year flood elevation is established in reference to the applicable flood insurance rate map.


F.
 A copy of the Management and Storage of Surface Waters permit obtained from St. Johns River Water Management District.


G.
A detailed site plan that indicates all the provisions for electric, water, sewer, and natural gas in accordance with the City of Leesburg Land Development Codes.

H.
Developer shall bear all responsibility, financial and otherwise, for the construction and installation of utility infrastructure and other improvements related to the use and development of the property including such off site improvements required by the City, all of which shall be constructed to the applicable specifications imposed by the ordinances and regulations of the City in effect at the time of construction. Off site improvements required by the City shall include those necessary for the properties located immediately south of the project including utility all required infrastructure.

I.
Developer shall be responsible for the installation of a natural gas water heater and natural gas furnace in eighty percent (80%) of all homes in the development.

4.
 TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENTS
A.   Vehicular access to the project site shall be provided by a minimum of one access point along C.R. 48. The one primary access on C.R.48 shall be through a divided boulevard type road. Actual location and design of the boulevard shall be determined during the Preliminary Subdivision Plan review process and shall include consideration of sidewalks, recreation paths etc. Other potential vehicular and pedestrian accesses will be reviewed during the development review process including access to the north, south and east as well as any additional emergency access.  

B.

The Permittee shall provide their fair share of all necessary improvements/signalization within and adjacent to the development as required by FDOT, Lake County and City of Leesburg.
C.
All roads within the development shall be designed and constructed by the developer to meet the City of Leesburg requirements.

D.
Sidewalks shall be provided on both sides of the local internal roads and shall provide cross connections to all recreation and residential areas. Location of sideways shall be determined during the Preliminary Subdivision Plan review process. All sidewalks shall be constructed in accordance with City of Leesburg Codes.  

E.
The Permittee shall be responsible for obtaining all necessary FDOT and Lake County permits and a copy of all permits shall be provided to the City of Leesburg prior to Preliminary Plan approval.

F.
The City of Leesburg will not be responsible for the maintenance or repair of any of the roads or transportation improvements. The Permittee shall establish an appropriate legal entity that will be responsible to pay the cost and perform the services to maintain the roads and transportation improvements.

G.
Should the Permittee desire to dedicate the proposed project’s internal road system to the City of Leesburg; the City, at its discretion, may accept or not accept the road system. Prior to acceptance, the Permittee shall demonstrate to the City the road system is in suitable condition and meets City of Leesburg requirements. As a condition of accepting the roadway system the City may create a special taxing district or make other lawful provisions to assess the cost of maintenance of the system to the residents of the project, and may require bonds or other financial assurance of maintenance for some period of time.

H.
A traffic/transportation analysis shall be submitted prior to preliminary plan approval for review and determination of any necessary access improvements if required by Lake County. Said improvements will be the responsibility of the Permittee.

I.
At such time that traffic signals are warranted at the proposed project entrance(s), the Permittee shall pay their pro-rata share of the cost of the signal(s) as determined by City staff.

5.
DESIGN REQUIREMENTS



Design requirements shall meet the standards as per Sec. 25-395. Contemporary design district overlay (CDO) general district standards.
A.
Residential Development 



1.
Building Design

a.
Detached single-family homes shall have garages located with the following provisions.

1)
Front access garages must be set back a minimum of five (5) feet from the attached primary structure or the front building line.

Side entrance garages may be in line with or off set from the primary 
structures front setback provided the garage has front facade windows.

Homes with covered front entrees and/or porches of a minimum fifty (50) square feet may have front access garages setback in line with the porch or five (5) feet forward of the porch.

The distance between any principal building and accessory building shall be a minimum of

MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS
A.
The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved Planned Unit Develop​ment Conditions. Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized by the Planning Commission in accordance with the Planned Unit Develop​ment amendment process.

B.
No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, improve, move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any manner without first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in accordance with the City of Leesburg Codes.  

C.
Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.

D.
The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this PUD Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Unit Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended.  

E.
These PUD Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon the present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition herein set out.

F.
Any violation of City, State or Federal laws or permit requirements concerning the development of this project will constitute a violation of this permit and will result in all activities on the project site being halted until the violation is satisfactorily resolved and may result in a hearing before the Planning Commission to determine whether a change in the conditions of this PUD are necessary. 

7.
CONCURRENCY

The proposed land use change or approval would result in demands on public facilities which would exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

Staff Recommendation:  

The Planning Staff and Planning Commission recommend approval of the proposed rezoning for the subject property from C-3 (Highway Commercial) to CIP (Commercial Industrial Planned). 
Analysis: 

The project site is approximately 0.46 acres. The property is generally located south of  East Main Street, west of Church Street, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is City C-3 (Highway Commercial). Currently, the property is a vacant church building and the proposed use is a day care. The surrounding zoning designations are C-3 (Highway Commercial) to the west, north, and east, and City R-3 (High Density Residential) to the south.

SITE ACCESS

Access to the site shall be provided from Church Street, as shown on the attached site plan.

DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS


A.
Development of the property for a daycare use shall be consistent with the requirements specified in Section 25-287(c), Child day care centers, City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances.


B.
The minimum development standards shall be those required for the CIP district except as amended by these conditions.


C.
Future development or expansion of the building and or site shall require compliance with the Site Plan Approval Process by the City of Leesburg.

6.
PARKING
A. The permittee shall provide a minimum of four (4) off-street parking spaces at the corner of East Main and Church Street. Of the four required spaces, one (1) shall be a handicapped space constructed per City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended. Three (3) standard spaces shall also be provided. For the three (3) standard spaces, staff finds that use of mulch parking, subject to approval of the Development Review Committee per Section 25-287(c)(10) is permissible. Due to the joint use of the daycare parking lot with Mt. Ararat Baptist Church, no landscaping will be required.

TRANSPORTATION

  Any transportation improvements required shall be contingent upon site plan approval by City of  Leesburg staff during the development review process.

MAINTENANCE

The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in these Conditions shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.
