Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends awarding Bid LB-06-09 to Mark Cook Builders, Inc. and adopting a resolution authorizing execution of an agreement with Mark Cook Builders, Inc. for $863,112 pursuant to LB-06-09.

Analysis:
The purpose of this bid is for the contracting of all labor, materials and equipment for the construction of a new Operations Building at the Canal Street Waste Water Treatment Facility.  The construction of this building is part of the Canal Street WWTF upgrade project.  This building will be replacing the existing Operations Building.  The new building will serve as the Operations Center for the plant as well as house administrative offices and a training room.  The building will also serve as the termination point for all remote systems monitoring (SCADA).

The Purchasing Division advertised for bids and on June13, 2006 received 4 bids.  The low bidder was Mark Cook Builders, Inc.  The bid tabulation sheet is attached showing all bid amounts submitted.  Mark Cook Builders, Inc. has been deemed the lowest responsive bidder.
The bid requested contractors to provide a price for a 150 day project completion and a 180 day completion.  The price for the 180 day completion will be used.  The bid also requested an additive item of the parking lot to be bid.  The bids submitted for this additive item were deemed too high.  The parking lot is being redesigned by the engineer for economics.  It will be bid out separately at a later date.

Resolution authorizing execution of a contract with AmeriSeal of Ohio, Inc. for resurfacing and restriping at the Leesburg International Airport:  Sole Source Bid – Resurfacing and restriping at the Leesburg Regional Airport – award to AmeriSeal of Ohio, Inc. for $150,000
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends adopting a resolution authorizing execution of an agreement with AmeriSeal of Ohio, Inc. for $150,000.
Analysis:
This is a sole source purchase for resurfacing and re-striping at the Leesburg International Airport.  Airport Manager Charlie Weller selected a product called Grip-Flex., which is a proprietary Thermoplastic Coal Tar Emulsion.  The FAA has approved this product for use under engineering brief 35a and it has been applied at hundreds of airports across the country as well as many in Florida.  The Grip-Flex product provides a lower cost of ownership than conventional surface sealing methods.

The Florida Department of Transportation is providing a cost share grant not to exceed $160,000 (previously approved by the Commission) which the City must match with at least $40,000.

The Purchasing Division has deemed this product a sole source purchase as it is a proprietary product provided in the United States only by AmeriSeal of Ohio, Inc.

Fiscal Impact:  
This project was approved in the 2005-2006 10 year CIP plan.  Currently, $150,281.50 is available for this project.  The City will be reimbursed up to $160,000 by FDOT after the project has been completed.  The City portion of this project should not exceed $40,000.

Resolution authorizing Amendment No. 1 to the agreement with Nextel South Corp to add a backup generator at the Bassville Water Tower site.
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of Amendment No. 1 to the existing agreement with Nextel South Corp., to add a natural gas generator at the Bassville Water Tower antenna site.
Analysis:
The Nextel South Corp. leases antenna space from the City at the Bassville Water Tower site under an existing Communications Site Lease Agreement which was originally signed in May, 2000. This first amendment to the agreement adds, as a permitted use, the installation, use, repair, and maintenance of a backup power generator, which will be powered by natural gas which is available at the site. The City Water Department has reviewed and approved the location of the generator system. The agreement has been reviewed by the City Attorney’s office and Nextel South Corp., and has been signed by Nextel South Corporation.

Subject:
Resolution approving and authorizing the execution of an Interlocal Agreement for School Planning and Siting
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends adoption of the proposed Interlocal Agreement between Lake County, the Lake County School Board, and the fourteen cities of Lake County including the City of Leesburg  for School Facilities Planning and Siting.

Analysis:
The final meeting on School Concurrency was held on August 23, 2006.  Two Leesburg City Commissioners attended, as well as Laura McElhanon, our Community Development Director and Commissioner Elect Polk.

After the meeting, I sought direction from the Commissioners who attended the meeting.  One Commissioner suggested that the agreement be put on a future Commission Agenda with a positive recommendation for its adoption while the second suggested that they were likely to vote against the agreement.

In an effort to clarify the issues, develop a staff recommendation, and to assist the Commission in reaching a consensus, I developed a draft letter outlining a number of problems, potential inconsistencies and questions on interpretation.  I suggested that seven of these issues were significant and perhaps too important for us to compromise or to leave undecided. The draft was distributed to the Commission for review, but it was never placing on an agenda for adoption, It was, however, helpful in allowing individual Commission members to articulate which of the concerns were important to the Commission, and which were not.  At the suggestion of the Mayor, on September 7, 2006 I met with Steve Johnson, the School Board’s Attorney.

Steve assisted in the interpretation of the language of the agreement, and emphasized that the agreement was a compromise.  No one got everything that they were looking for.  And he stated that he has some of the same questions and concerns we have with the document.  However, the document is the first step in a long process and there will be additional opportunities to “flesh out” some of the provisions which are not clear in this agreement.  Further, he emphasized that the agreement may be amended by agreement of all of the parties or terminated by one of the parties, upon 120 days written notice. 

Steve and I were unable to resolve  two issues:

(a) We believe that the final decision on development should not rest with the School Board, but legitimately lies with the local government.  As with all concurrency issues there should be, at the end of the day, an option for the developer to write a check.  

(b) We also believe that impact fees should be used for the purposes for which they are collected—to improve the capital facilities in the community in which those fees are collected.

As to the first issue, Steve said that the Interlocal Agreement mirrored the language of the enabling legislation.

As to the second issue, the School Board may need more flexibility since one CSA can “borrow” capacity from a neighboring CSA.   But, Steve believed that some limitation could be acceptable.

I asked Steve if he had any suggestions about how we raise these issues without appearing to be negative, or without appearing to be obstructionist.  
He didn’t believe that it would be possible to amend the Interlocal Agreement before its adoption.  Partly because some parties have already adopted it in its current form and partly because Steve and Sandy believe that opening the agreement to any amendment at this time may make it difficult to obtain any agreement within a reasonable period of time.
Both of these issues can be handled in other, subsequent agreements or in the County’s Impact Fee Ordinance.  For this reason we recommend your approval.

Without an agreement, Senate Bill 360 will put certain educational funding at risk, and also limits the ability of local governments to amend their comprehensive plan.  As such, obtaining an agreement is in the best interests of all.

ATTORNEY’S ANALYSIS AND RECOMMENDATION
Due to the fact that McLin & Burnsed serves as the School Board’s attorney, the City of Leesburg has had to rely upon other counsel.  They have suggested that we limit our approval, so that an additional action is required to extend the life of this agreement beyond an initial term.  They have also provided the following, detailed, section by section analysis of the Interlocal Agreement:

Section 1:  This section deals with the coordination and sharing of information among the affected local governments.

· Section 1.1 contemplates several different levels of information sharing.  At least quarterly, the staffs of the cities, the county and the school board are to meet to discuss facilities, population and student projections, levels of service, etc.  

· At least annually, a committee to be known as the Lake County Educational Concurrency Review Committee will meet to discuss the same issues in a public meeting.  This Committee will be made of 16 representatives – one from each city, one from the school board, and one from the county.  The representatives may be elected officeholders or staff.

· Section 1.2 obligates the staff of the various governments to provide technical information and data to the Committee.

· Section 1.3 obligates the parties to share information vital to school concurrency with one another.  The school board is responsible for developing and distributing student enrollment and generation rates, and the county and cities are responsible for population growth projections.  Section 1.1.3 requires each city and the county to supply to the school board on a quarterly basis a population growth report, including certain specified substantive data.

· Section 1.4 obligates the City to include a representative appointed by the school board on the Leesburg Planning Commission.  This is already required by state law, and we have adopted an ordinance implementing this appointment as a non-voting member.  This section also requires the City to notify the school board of each land use application or development proposal that may affect school capacity.  This notice must be written and be at least 30 days before the first public hearing on the application.  

· Section 1.5 encourages co-location and joint use of school and municipal facilities, and also requires joint notification of planned new facilities to allow for possible joint use projects.

Section 2:  This section deals with the school planning and siting process, and involves the cities and the county in that planning process.

· Section 2.2 requires the school board annually to submit to each city and the county a draft Tentative District Educational Facilities Plan.  The cities will have 45 days to comment on the Plan.  The Plan must include a financially feasible district facilities work program (“Work Program”) which is to include capital projects for a five (5) year period.  Each year, a new “fifth” year is to be added to that plan.  The cities have the ability to respond to the school Work Program with information regarding the infrastructure and service needs associated with the proposed educational facilities.  The school board is to adopt the Work Program by September 15 of each year.  

· Section 2.3 requires the cities, county and school board to develop a common Public Schools Facilities Element (PSFE) as a part of their comprehensive plans.

· Section 2.4 requires the City to amend its comprehensive plan to specify which plan categories permit schools.

· Section 2.5 includes a laundry list of items that are to be considered in decisions to construct new schools, close existing schools, or renovate existing schools.

Section 3:   This section provides that public schools will only be permitted in zoning categories of the various local governments that allow schools.

Section 4:   This section deals with the site design and site plan process for proposed new schools, and gives input to the City in that process.  The school board is required to submit a site design/development plan to the City at least 90 days prior to construction for input from the City.  The City has 45 days to certify whether that plan is in compliance with the City’s LDRs.  If the plan is in compliance with the LDRs, construction may commence without further municipal permitting.  If it is not, the parties are required to resolve the matter through negotiation or through the dispute resolution process set forth in the agreement.  No site plan approval is required for the placement of temporary portables or renovations of less than 15%.

Section 5:  This section establishes levels of service for school concurrency on a countywide basis; sets up the process by which concurrency is determined; establishes Concurrency Service Areas; establishes exemptions; and sets up mitigation procedures.

· Section 5.2 defines the level of service (LOS) as 100% of FISH (Florida Inventory of School Houses) capacity.  If core dining capacity is available, then the capacity may be increased by considering portable classrooms for up to 125% of FISH.  The adopted LOS cannot be changed by either party without going through a process set forth in the Agreement.

· Non-conversion charter schools and developer-funded public schools shall be counted as FISH capacity, provided they are built to Department of Education standards, are financially acceptable to the school board, and are turned over to the school board in the event they fail to operate satisfactorily.  

· Section 5.3 establishes Concurrency Service Areas (CSAs).  These are the areas in which initial concurrency determinations are made for a particular development.  If capacity does not exist in the development’s CSA, then the Agreement provides that adjacent CSAs may be considered for capacity.

· Section 5.4 again requires cities to provide demographic growth data to the school board on all development ongoing within the cities.  

· Section 5.5.1 exempts “vested” single family lots and “vested” multi-family developments; age restricted developments; and de minimus plats of 4 units or less.

· 5.5.2 sets up a process for determining school concurrency.  Under this process, all development that is not exempt will have to file a school concurrency application with the school board.  There may be a review fee for this process.  Within 30 days, the school board must respond whether adequate school capacity exists for the development.  If so, the developer may proceed.  

· If there is not adequate school capacity, the developer may still proceed if the school board’s 5 year Work Program shows a school to meet the need will be in place or under construction within 3 years.

· If there is not adequate school capacity, and the needed school facility is not within the first 3 years of the Work Program, but is within years 4 or 5, then the developer may still proceed if it pays “proportionate fair share”, or enters into some other acceptable mitigation plan with the school board.  The school board gets to decide whether to accept payment of “proportionate fair share” or mitigation.  A city may negotiate a separate “urban infill” mitigation agreement with the school board.

· Section 5.6 contains the formula for determining “proportionate share mitigation.”  

This outline is a summary only, but should give you an idea about the process.  Almost all new development in the City after the effective date of this Interlocal Agreement will have to go through a concurrency review by the school board.  There will also be much more required information sharing about growth and population projections.  

PLEASE NOTE:

This Interlocal Agreement is required by amendments to the state growth management act which require that public school concurrency be included as an element of a local government’s comprehensive plan. The Interlocal Agreement is the culmination of many meetings between the staff and elected officials of the affected governments.

Options:
1.  Approve the attached Resolution. 
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 
Fiscal Impact:  
The next steps in this process will require amendments to the Comprehensive Plan and the LDRs. 
In addition, the City will be working with the School Board to define an infill/redevelopment area and a map to allow development within the City’s central core area without requiring compliance with the School Concurrency Element of our Comprehensive Plan.

It is the intention of the City Commission that this provision shall be deemed to be notice of the City’s intent to terminate the Interlocal Agreement on the Agreement’s annual renewal date in 2009 as provided in Section 7 of the Interlocal Agreement and the City Clerk is hereby directed to provide written notice to all of the parties to this agreement of this intent at least 120 days prior to such renewal date in 2009. 

THAT City staff is instructed to develop Comprehensive Plan and LDR amendments for submission to the Commission sufficient to put this agreement into effect and to work with the Lake County School Board to define an infill/redevelopment area and a map to allow development within the City’s central core area without requiring compliance with the School Concurrency Element of our Comprehensive Plan.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends acknowledgement of the Florida Single Audit Act procedures related to grant funding at the Leesburg Regional Airport.

Analysis:
As of January 1, 2004, Florida Statutes regarding the Florida Single Audit Act (FSAA) were revised to require that certain audit procedures and language be included in every grant that was issued by Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT). The revisions include the following: 

1. Increases the FSAA reporting threshold amount from $300,000.00 to $500,000.00

2. Provides contact information for the Department’s Program Manager (in this case Mr. Jim Wikstrom, FDOT), who shall be the recipient of the local agency’s (the City of Leesburg) Financial Reporting Package.

3. Requires the Department (FDOT) to provide the state and/or federal funding resource information and program compliance requirements the City.

There are three aviation grants open at this time that will be subject to the new language and audit requirements.  They are the Air Traffic Control Tower, Corporate Block Hangars, and Sealcoat and Restripe Apron projects.  
The City of Leesburg Accounting Department currently conforms to the Florida Single Audit Act.

Resolutions Approving Contracts to Purchase Kristen Court Subdivision
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of all contracts to purchase Kristen Court Subdivision for $3,483,000 with conditions as stated in the purchase contracts.  

Analysis:  

The Kristen Court Subdivision is located west of County Road 468 and south of Schoolview Street.  The Subdivision is a 59 unit complex, consisting of 17 triplex buildings, one duplex and one sixplex.  The land area consist of 5.88 acres (256,000’ +/-), the typical lot sizes are 100 x 90 containing 9,000 square feet of land area.  All the individual units are identical three (3) bedroom, one bath units, containing 840 square feet of gross living area.  Each building has two open asphalt parking spaces per unit.

Seventeen (17) of the nineteen (19) buildings were in livable condition at the time an appraisal was conducted.  However, two (2) buildings were boarded up and in poor condition.  Both buildings appeared to be structurally sound, but in the early stages of renovation.  Speer Construction, Incorporated estimated the cost of renovating both buildings would be $97,887 and $80,138 respectively.  At the time of the appraiser inspection 3 units were vacant, reflecting an occupancy rate of 91%.  The tenants are paying monthly rental rates between $500 to $700 monthly, the market rental rates for the area is about $600 per month.

Why the Public Sector is concerned about acquisition: 

· To increase the tax base

· To create jobs for the community

· To attract private investment into a distressed community

· To prove a market exist for new housing investment

· To reduce crime

· To improve housing conditions

· To reduce code enforcement violations

· To change public perception of the neighborhood

· To improve quality of life

The Plan of Action 

Successful development of real estate does not just happen.  The development process is a fairly rigorous set of steps engineered by a host of partners. From the initiation of a concept to the disposal of property, certain steps must be followed.  Therefore, staff is recommending that an Advisory Committee consisting of five to seven (5-7) members be created to assist the City in identifying potential development opportunities, investigate the entire realm of possibilities, test the concepts for market feasibility and to reduce the options to a single market concept.  The Advisory Committee will assist staff with the following stages of the development process:

· Creating the Development Concept

· Testing the Market

· Evaluating Site and Design Constraints and Costing-Out Construction

· Constructing the Pro Forma Income and Expense Schedule

· Finding the Equity and Gap Financing

· Disposing of the Property

These steps are not a precise road map, but rather a rough outline of the bases that we need to cover while development occurs.  

With your approval, the City will advertise seeking volunteers to serve on this advisory committee.

We hope that this approach will provide adequate representation and a plan acceptable to the Community so that these units will continue to provide affordable housing for our residents, housing that meets or exceeds all of our codes, and housing in which nuisance or crime is minimized by proper on-site management.  
Pro Forma

In the interim, while City Staff is working with the Advisory Committee, an operating cash flow statement has been completed below to reflect the City’s best estimates of rent levels, market vacancies and operating expenses.  Cash flow from operations, which is called Net Operating Income (NOI), is the difference between the rent collected and the cash operating expenses.  It represents the cash flow that is available to repay debt and to provide the City with a return on its investment.

A Resolution of the City of Leesburg, Florida, authorizing issuance of $4 million Capital Improvement Revenue Bonds at a later date, to finance certain of the City’s costs of acquisition and improvement of the Kristen Court Apartment complex  to provide affordable housing, and related costs; 
Staff Recommendation:
The Financial Advisor and City Staff recommend adoption of the resolutions as presented.

Analysis:
Housing Director Ken Thomas negotiated purchase of the properties known as Kristen Court Apartments contingent on the sale of 100% of the properties. All property owners have signed purchase agreements for the 59 units at a total cost of approximately $3.4 million.  

The first Resolution accepts the proposal from Suntrust Bank to provide a Bank Anticipation Note (BAN) in an amount not to exceed $4.0 million in accordance with the loan agreement and pledges payment of the note from revenues derived from the Public Service Tax, Half-cent Sales Tax and Guaranteed Entitlement, which shall be subordinate to outstanding debt.  Term of the BAN is three years; the fixed rate will be determined at the time of closing but is estimated to be  5.6% to 6%.

The second Resolution authorizes the issuance (within three years) of $4.0 million Capital Improvement Revenue Bonds to pay the Bank Anticipation Note. The bond term and rates will be determined at the time of issuance.  
Options:
1.  Adopt the resolutions as presented; or,

Fiscal Impact:  
Revenues generated from rent of existing units will pay for operations, maintenance and debt service.  Long term plans for the complex will include payment of the debt.   Interest payments will be capitalized for the first year and payment in subsequent years will be budgeted. Budget adjustments for revenues and expenditures will be required for 2006-07 Budget.

Staff Recommendation:  

The Planning staff recommends approval of the proposed annexation.

Analysis: 

The City received an application for annexation of approximately 30 acres of land generally located at the southwest intersection of Talley Road and Talley Box Road, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County HM (Heavy Industrial). Currently, the property is undeveloped and the proposed use is an industrial office park. The surrounding zoning designations are City M-1 (Industrial) to the north, east, and west, and City M-1 (Industrial) and R-1 (Single Family Residential) to the south.

Staff evaluated the area relative to additional property that could be annexed into the City to allow for a more regular city limit/city service boundary. State Statute 171.0413(6) provides for the City to initiate annexations with the consent of at least 50% of the property owners. This property is currently an enclave.  Staff determined additional property could be annexed at this time and has included an additional 11.5 acres owned by Anchor Coatings and Progress Energy in this annexation request, which will reduce the existing enclave.

Also on the agenda for this meeting is the rezoning of this property, which is recommended for approval by the Planning Commission. The Large Scale Comprehensive Plan Amendment is being processed as part of the second cycle for 2006. 

City water and wastewater utilities are available in the area. The developer is responsible for all cost and construction to make the necessary extension and hook-ups to City utilities in accordance with City requirements. Police and fire services are presently provided in this area and impacts on the provision of these services are estimated to be minimal.

Options:


1.
Approve the requested annexation. This will give the City jurisdiction over the use and development of the subject site and provide for application of City standards to this property.

  2.
Disapprove the proposed annexation and allow the development to remain in the County.
Fiscal Impact:
As indicated on the attached fiscal impact analysis, there will be a negative impact in the first year ($-24,979), and beginning in year two, with the collection of property taxes, the City will begin realizing a positive impact.

BACKGROUND:  The "Permittee" is desirous of obtaining a CIP (Commercial/Industrial Planned) zoning dis​trict to permit industrial uses on approxi​mately a 30 acre site with​in the City of Leesburg in accordance with their Planned Development application and supplemental information.

PERMISSION


Permission is hereby granted to Leesburg Commons, LLC to con​struct, operate, and maintain a CIP (Commercial/Industrial Planned) development in and on real proper​ty in the City of Leesburg. The property is generally situated at the southwest intersection of Talley Road and Talley Box Road. The property is more particularly described as shown in the attached legal description below.

LAND USES 

The above described property shall be used for CIP (Commercial/Industrial Planned) uses as limited, pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards.

The minimum development standards shall be those required for the CIP district except as amended by these conditions. All structures along Talley Road and Talley Box Road shall maintain a minimum of 50 building feet setback.

A. The permittee shall construct off-street parking spaces within the development per City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended, which shall include the required number of handicapped parking spaces.

WETLANDS

Should wetlands exist on the site, the following requirements shall apply. Prior to disturbance or development of any wetland area, the "Permittee" shall submit and receive ap​proval from all affected governmental agencies to include, but not limited to, St. John's River Water Man​agement District and the State of Florida Department of Environmental Regulation.  Any no​tice of violation from any affected agency shall be cause for a cease and desist order on permits issued by the City of Leesburg until such time as the violation has been re​solved with the appropriate agency(s).

Prior to receiving Final Development Plan Approval, the "Permittee" shall sub​mit, if applicable, a Master Site Drainage Plan and Utility Implementation Plan accept​able to the City of Leesburg. A detailed site plan demonstrating no direct dis​charge of storm​water run​off generated by the devel​opment into any natural sur​face waters or onto adjacent properties.

A detailed site plan indicating all provisions for electric, wa​ter, sewer, and natural gas in accordance with the site plan review process as required by the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances.

TRANSPORTATION

Any transportation improvements shall be contingent upon site plan approval by City of Leesburg staff during development review/permit application.

LANDSCAPING AND BUFFER REQUIREMENTS

A.
All landscaping and buffering shall be in accordance with regulations con​tained within the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances.

MAINTENANCE

A.
With the exception of public utilities, maintenance of all site im​provements, including but not limited to drives, sidewalks, landscaping and drainage shall be the responsibility of the developer.

CONCURRENCY

The proposed land use change or approval would result in demands on public facilities which would 
exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

Staff Recommendation:   

Staff recommends adoption of the proposed amendment to Chapter 14 Articles II and III Code of Ordinance.

Analysis:  

The proposed ordinance changes will ensure compliance with the recently adopted changes to Chapter 205 of the Florida Statutes.  The changes clarify these charges are business taxes only and cannot be used as a regulatory tool.  The city cannot impose any conditions upon acceptance of the tax. All non-compliance issues, such as zoning, housing and fire inspection issues, must now be submitted to Code Enforcement for civil action. 

The proposed changes will not affect the current fee schedule.  References to “Local Occupational License Tax” will be replaced with “Local Business Tax” and all parts of the existing ordinance in conflict with the change will be repealed.
