The meeting opened with an invocation given by Commissioner Larry Taylor and the Pledge of Alle​giance to the Flag.

MINUTES OF PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION MEETING OF OCTOBER 19, NOVEMBER 9 AND DECEMBER 7, 2006:
Commissioner Roland Stults moved to APPROVE the minutes as transcribed.  Commis​sioner Jo Ann Heim seconded the motion, which PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 7 to 0.
Bill Wiley, Planning Manager informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry.  Mr. Wiley also informed Commissioners and the audience of the City Commission meeting dates, which were inadvertently missed from the Agenda case # 001-1-010407 – Windy Oaks. He informed them to obtain the dates tentatively scheduled they would need to call the Planning & Zoning Office.

Debra Galloway, Administrative Assistant II swore in staff, Dan Miller and Bill Wiley.

PUBLIC HEARING CASE #001-1-010407 – WINDY OAKS 

REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COMMISSION FOR REZONING OF APPROXIMATELY 61.013 ACRES TO AMEND THE EXISTING PUD TO INCREASE THE AMOUNT OF RESIDENTIAL LAND TO APPROXIMATELY 41.7 ACRES AND DECREASE THE AMOUNT OF COMMERCIAL LAND TO APPROXIMATELY 19.3 ACRES CHANGING THE LANGUAGE IN THE EXISTING PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) IN REGARDS TO THE RAILS-TO-TRAILS EASEMENT AND THE WALL REQUIREMENT, FOR PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED  AT THE NORTHWEST CORNER OF CR 33 AND CR 48 AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED. SEC. 22TWP. 20S, RGE. 24E. 
Bill Wiley presented staff's case in support to the request.  He presented Exhibits, which in​cluded the application, general location map, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, legal description, aerial photos, surrounding land use maps and property photos. He reviewed and summarized the staff summary and recommendation of approval for the request. 

Mr. Miller, Senior Planner presented the overhead visuals including the general vicinity map, general location and the site plan.  Mr. Miller stated the rezoning maps presented earlier before the Commission.

Mr. Wiley also informed the board the PUD (Planned Unit Development) previously approved by the City Commission, the project formerly The Oaks changed names to Windy Oaks.  He stated the PUD amendments include a small piece of property left out during the first phase of the process.  He also stated the number of units changed by 10 units with the maximum density remaining the same.  Mr. Wiley also stated the amendment of the PUD would also clarify the trails and the buffer flexibility.

Greg Beliveau, AICP of LPG, Inc. representative for the applicant present without comments.

Commissioner Clell Coleman made a motion to APPROVE case #001-1-010407 – Windy Oaks as presented by staff. Commissioner Jo Ann Heim SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 7 to 0.
