REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY PLANNING COMMISSION FOR VACATING A PORTION OF THE NORTH LEESBURG SUBDIVISION #1, AND PICCIOLA PARK SUBDIVISION PLATS TO PERMIT FUTURE DEVELOPMENT OF  CONDOMINIUM OR RENTAL PROPERTY, FOR PROPERTY GEN​ER​ALLY LOCATED EAST OF PICCIOLA ROAD, NORTH OF CITRUS BOULEVARD AND SOUTH OF PARK HOLLAND ROAD AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED.  SEC. 15, TWP. 19S, RGE. 24E. (CITY COMMISSION MEETING DATES TENATIVELY SCHEDULED, AUGUST 27, 2007 AND SEPTEMBER 10, 2007
Dan Miller presented exhibits, which in​cluded the application, general location map, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, and aerial photos.

Dan Miller, Senior Planner reviewed and summarized the requested with staff recommendation of approval as follows:

· The area to be vacated is not currently used for public access or use and is undeveloped.  It is needed for future development and should be vacated to allow the property to be included in future construction of the Oaks Landing multi-family development with the following conditions:

1. Utility easements, as required by the City of Leesburg, shall be provided by the property owner to allow access to all existing and/or required utility service(s) for this property.

2. The granting of this vacation does not exempt the applicant from all other applicable regulations of the City of Leesburg and other governmental agencies.

3. The granting of this subdivision vacation is subject to approval by City Commission of rezoning case number 046-1-071907, Leesburg 7 Acres, LLC.
Patrick Valent Engineer with Behor Font & Partners, Coral Gables, Florida, representative for the applicant, sworn in by Debra Galloway Administrative Assistant II addressed the Board by stating they concur with staff’s recommendation.
